UTILITY PLANT BOARD

§ 34.01 CREATION OF UTILITY PLANT BOARD.

(A) On and after March 1, 1950, the utilities of the city, the gas,
water, and sewers, shall be operated and maintained by and under the
supervision of the Utility Plant Board.

(B) The City Council wvests in the Utility Plant Board full
authority to act for and on behalf of the City Council in the operation
and maintenance of its utilities as provided by the statutes.

(C) All contracts heretofore entered into by the city and all other
obligations relative to the aforesaid utilities and those operations,
which have not already been executed in full, are assigned and
transferred to the Utility Plant Board for the use and benefit thereof.

(D) The Utility Plant Board will set up and establish a sinking
fund to retire any revenue bonds that are now outstanding against the
revenues of any of the utilities or to retire any bonds which may
hereafter be issued by the Board.

(E) If and when the Utility Plant Board deems that a surplus of
funds has been created from the revenues of the utilities, the surplus
shall be paid over to the general fund of the city for general purposes
of the city.

(F) The City Clerk and the City Treasurer will, on March 1, 1950,
transfer all moneys then on deposit in the utility bond fund, water
fund, and gas fund to the Utility Board.

(G) All of the real estate and other property now held by the city
for the sole use of its utilities, including tools, equipment, and
material 1s transferred and the title thereto vested in the utility
plant board.

(H) Not later than April 30 of each calendar year the Utility Plant
Board shall submit to the City Council a proposed budget for the fiscal
year beginning on July 1 of that year, which proposed budget shall be
approved, disapproved, or modified by the City Council, as the City
Council may determine.

(I) No additions, changes, or deletions in the Dbudget of the
Utility Plant Board shall become effective until they have been
approved by the City Council.

Upon request, the
Utility Plant Board shall provide to the City Council a copy of any
other policy or procedure for its review.

100.147. A citizen-member may be removed by the appropriate appointing
authority for inefficiency, neglect of duty, malfeasance, or conflict
of interest. The removed member shall have the right of appeal in the
manner prescribed by KRS 100.157.

notice. Service will be reconnected after the return is filed and tax
due thereunder is paid in full.

(B) Any entity becoming more than thirty (30) days delinquent shall
be subject to criminal enforcement. It shall be considered theft by
failure to make required disposition of property as set forth by KRS
514.070 and shall be turned over to the County Attorney of the
Commonwealth Attorney for enforcement through the Kentucky Penal Code,
KRS Chapter 500.

(C) Further, a lien is granted unto the City of Morehead upon all
property, real or personal, of any person, business, corporation, firm,
or other entity subject to the transient room tax and/or restaurant tax
to secure the unpaid tax receipts due from said entity. The lien shall
be perfected by filing a Notice of Tax Due and Statement of Lien int eh
Office of the County Court Clerk, describing the property on which the
lien is asserted.

HUMAN RIGHTS COMMISSION

§ 34.55 CREATION AND MEMBERSHIP OF HUMAN RIGHTS COMMISSION.

There 1is created, pursuant to KRS 344.310 through 344.385, the
Morehead Human Rights Commission. The Commission shall consist of five
(5) members who shall be appointed on a nonpartisan basis and shall be
broadly representative of the financial institutions, real estate
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businesses, religious groups, human rights groups, and the general
public. The Mayor shall appoint the members, to be approved by the
City Council. Of the first five (5) members appointed, one shall be
appointed for one (1) year, two (2) shall be appointed for two (2)
years, and two (2) shall be appointed for three (3) years. Subsequent
appointments shall be for three (3) years. In the event of incapacity,
death, or resignation of any member, a successor shall be appointed for

the member's unexpired term. Members shall be eligible for
reappointment. Before making new appointments or any reappointments,
the Mayor may request the recommendations of the City Council. No

elected or appointed city official shall be a member of the Commission.
The members shall serve without compensation.

§ 34.56 POWERS.

The Morehead Human Rights Commission is authorized to:

(A) Receive, initiate, investigate, hear, and determine charges of
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violations of ordinances, orders, or resolutions forbidding
discrimination adopted by the City Council.

(B) Compel the attendance of witnesses and the production of
evidence before it by subpoena issued by the Rowan Circuit Court.

(C) Issue remedial orders, after notice and hearing, requiring
cessation of violations.

(D) Issue such affirmative orders as in its judgment will carry out
the purposes of the Commission.

(E) Enter into cooperative working agreements with federal or state
agencies to achieve the purposes of the Commission.

(F) Refer a matter under this section to the Kentucky Commission on
Human Rights for initial action on review; or such matter may be
referred upon request of a majority of the members of the City Council.

§ 34.57 ENFORCEMENT ORDERS.

The proceeding for enforcement of an order of the Morehead Human
Rights Commission is initiated by filing a complaint in the Circuit
Court. Copies of the complaint shall be served upon all parties of
record. Within 30 days after the filing of the complaint by the Human
Rights Commission, or within such further time as the court may allow,
the Human Rights Commission shall transmit to the court the original or
certified copy of the entire record upon which the order is based,
including a transcript of testimony, which need not be printed. By
stipulation of all parties to the proceeding, the record may be
shortened. The findings of fact of the Human Rights Commission shall
be conclusive unless clearly erroneous in view of the probative and
substantial evidence on the whole record. The court shall have power
to grant such temporary relief or restraining order as it deems just,
and to enter an order enforcing, modifying and enforcing as modified,
or setting aside in whole or in part the order of the Human Rights
Commission or remanding the case to the Kentucky Human Rights
Commission for further proceedings. All such proceedings shall be
heard and determined by the Circuit Court and the Court of Appeals as
expeditiously as possible and with lawful precedence over other matters

INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY
S$ 34.65 CREATION.

There is hereby established, in combination with Rowan County, an
industrial development authority to be known as the Morehead-Rowan

County Industrial Development Authority. (Ord. passed 3-24-82)
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§ 34.66 MEMBERSHIP.

The Industrial Development Authority created herein shall be
composed of six members, three of whom shall be nominated by the Mayor
and approved by the City Council, and three members of which shall be
nominated by the County Judge/Executive of Rowan County and approved by
the Rowan County Fiscal Court. (Ord. passed 3-24-82)

§ 34.67 POWERS AND DUTIES.

The Industrial Development Authority shall have all of the powers,
duties, rights, and privileges set out in the enabling statutes and the
membership shall be subject to the limitations and qualifications set
out in KRS 152.860. (Ord. passed 3-24-82)

§ 34.68 PECUNIARY INTEREST.

No member of the Industrial Development Authority shall have any
pecuniary interest in any matter upon which the Authority proposes to
act, nor shall the Authority enter into any contract for the
acquisition, sale, or improvement of any real estate with any elected
official of the governmental units creating the Authority during their
tenure of office or for a period of two years following their vacation
of office. (Ord. passed 3-24-82)

TRANSIT AUTHORITY OF MOREHEAD-ROWAN COUNTY
§ 34.75 CREATION; GENERAL POWERS AND PURPOSES.

(A) A transit authority is hereby created and established under the
provisions of KRS Ch. 96A by joint proceedings and the name thereof
shall be "Transit Authority of Morehead-Rowan County." The public
bodies creating the Transit Authority of Morehead-Rowan County in joint
proceedings are the City of Morehead, Kentucky, and the County of
Rowan, Kentucky.

(B) Subsequent to the creation and establishment of this transit
authority, one or more additional public bodies may be permitted to
join therein, in such manner and subject to such conditions as may be
prescribed by the board of the Authority with the concurrence and
approval of all public bodies which have theretofore participated in
the establishment or previous enlargement of the authority.

(C) The Transit Authority of Morehead-Rowan County, created and
established under the provisions of KRS Ch. 96A, shall become a
corporate entity upon the effective date of the 1last of joint
proceedings of the City of Morehead or the County of Rowan.

§ 34.76 MANAGING BOARD; MEMBERSHIP.

(A) The business, activities, and affairs of the Transit Authority
shall be managed, controlled, and conducted by a board consisting of
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members appointed as follows:

(1) The Authority, established by joint proceedings of two
public bodies, shall have eight members, four of whom shall be
appointed by the city and four of whom shall be appointed by the
county.

(2) Subsequent to the creation and establishment of the
Authority one or more other public bodies may be permitted to Jjoin
therein and the Board may be enlarged, with concurrence and approval of
the governing bodies of the public bodies theretofore participating,
but not by more than one additional member for each additional public
body so permitted to join the Authority.

(B) No officer or employee of any public body represented in the
creation, establishment, or enlargement of an authority shall be
eligible for appointment to the Board.

(C) After the effective date of the creation of an authority such
as provided in this subchapter, the appointing authorities shall, in
such manner as may be specified 1in the proceedings or Jjoint
proceedings, appoint at least two members for terms of one year, at
least two members for terms of two years, at least two members for
terms of three years and the remaining number for terms of four years;
such terms to expire, in each instance, on June 30 and thereafter until
a successor is appointed and accepts appointment. Upon the expiration
of these initial staggered terms, successors shall be appointed by the
respective appointing authorities, for terms of four years, and until
successors are appointed and accept their appointments. Members shall
be eligible for reappointment.

(D) Any member of the Board may be removed by his appointing
authority for inefficiency, neglect of duty, malfeasance, conflict of
interest, or want of mental or physical capacity to serve. Any
appointing authority exercising the power to remove a member of the
Board shall submit to the Board a written statement setting forth the
reasons for removal. Notice shall be given to the member named in such
statement. A hearing, if requested, shall be conducted within 30 days
before the members of the Board who are not the subject of such removal
proceedings. A record of the hearing shall be made by the
Secretary-Treasurer of the Board, and the member named in such removal
notice may appeal any adverse decision within 10 days after the
rendering thereof, to the circuit court of any county which is served
in whole or in part by the facilities of the Transit Authority, such
appeal to be perfected by filing with the clerk of such court a copy of
the removal proceedings certified by the Secretary-Treasurer of the
Board. The court, upon application of the member removed, may in its
discretion order that the original record of the proceedings be filed
with the clerk as the basis for such appeal. There shall be a right of
appeal to the Court of Appeals.

(E) Members of the Board shall be allowed reasonable expenses
necessarily incurred by them in the conduct of the affairs of the
Authority. (Ord. passed 10-8-91)
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a 34.77 FISCAL YEAR.

The Transit  Authority of Morehead-Rowan County shall operate for an
initial fiscal period ending June 30 next following t he effective date
of its creation as a corporate  entity, and shall thereafter operate on
a fiscal year basis beginning each July 1 and ending on the ensuing
June 30. (Ord. passed 10-8-91)

a 34.78 BOARD MEETINGS; QUORUM.

(A) Regular neetings of the Board shall be held at least once in
each calendar month, at such time and place as may be fixed by the

Board as a nmatter of record. Special meetings of the Board may be
called by the Chairman or any two members of the Board upon oral or
written notice to all nembers at |east 48 hours in advance. Each
notice of a special neeting shall state the time, place and purpose or
purposes thereof. Notice may be waived by any member, orally or in

writing before, at or after such special meeting; and the presence of
any member at any such special meeting shall constitute a waiver of any
defect of notice, unless such member shall cause it to appear or record
that his attendance is only for the purpose of objecting to any
deficiency in the notice or the time or manner of giving the same.

(B) A majority of the members of the Board shall constitute a
quorum for th e transaction of business, but a smaller number may
adjourn from time to time, and may compel the attendance of absent
members in such manner and under such penalties as the authority may

previously have provided for, according to its bylaws. The affirmative
vote ofa majority of a quorum shall be necessary for the adoption of
any mdion, measure or resolution. Passage of any motion, measure or
resolution may be by voice vote, provided:

(1) At the request of any member t he yea and nay votes shall be
recorded upon call of the roll; and

(2) Such record shall be made in all proceedings involving any
adjustment of rates and charges for use of the services and facilities
of the mass transportation system of the Authority, authorization of
proceedings to acquire property through exercise of the power of
eminent domain, the issuance of revenue bonds or nortgage bonds of the
Authority, a request that general obligat ion bonds be issued by any
public body for the Dbenefit of the Authority , or approval and
authorization of any lease agreement wherein the Authority is the
lessor and a public body or public bodies (or any combination thereof)
may be the lessee or |essees, as provided in this subchapter. (KRS
96A.060) (Ord. passed 10-8-91)

a 34.79 BOARD OFFICERS; EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE; DIRECTOR; EMPLOYEES.

(A) The Board shall within 60 days after the appointment of its
entire  initial membership, and thereafter in July of each year, elect
from its members a chairman and a vice chairman. It may, in its
discretion, employ an Executive Director and a Secretary-Treasurer,
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neither  of whom shall be a member of the Board; provided, however, if
the creation and establishment of the Authority is shown by the
provisions of the proceedings or joi nt proceedings to have been
undertaken only on a standby basis, the Board may defer the employment
of an Executive Director and may, on an interim basis, designate a
Secretary-Treasurer from its own membership.

(B) The Board nmay, at its discretion, employ necessary legal
counsel and other agents and employees to carry out its work functions
and may from time to time prescribe and alter such rules and
regulations as it may deem necessary.

(C) The Executive Director, if and when employed in the discretion
of the Board, shall be experienced and knowledgeable in the field of
transportation; and if and when employed, such Executive Director shall
be the Chief Executive  Officer of the Authority, having such powers and
duties as the Board may prescribe. Such Executive Direct or may
recommend the establishment or alteration of rules and regulations, and
of rates and charges for use of the services and f acilities of the mass
transportation system of the Authority; but action in such respects,
and in the issuance of revenue bonds or nortgage bonds of the
Authority, and in requesting the issuance of general obligation bonds
by other public bodies for the benefit of the Authority for financing
purposes, shall be taken by the Board, or by the Executive Committee of
the Board if properly thereunto authorized.

(D) The Secretary-Treasurer shall keep the mnutes of all meetings
of the Board, and shall also keep a set ofbooks showing the receipts
and expenditures of the Board. He shall preserve on file duplicate
vouchers for all  expenditures and shall present to the Board, upon
request, comple te reports of all f inancial transactions and the
financial condition of the Board. Such books and vouchers shall at all
times be subject to examination by the governing body of any public
body by which the Authority was created or enlarged. He shall transmit
at least once annually a detailed report of all acts and doings of the
Board to the public body or bodies by whom the Board was created. He
shall cause monies of the Authority coming into his hands to be
deposited in one or nore financial I nstitutions, as designated from
time to time by the Board.

(E) The Board shall require its Secretary - Tr easurer, and its
Executive Director, if and when such Executiv e Director shall be
enpl oyed, each to execute bond in favor of the Authority, in such
respective penal sums as the Board may fix, in favor of the Authority,
and conditioned upon faithful performance of the duties of such offices
and full accounting to the Authority. Each such bond shall be with
corporate surety, provided by a corporate surety conpany qualified to
transact business 1 n the state and approved, in each instance, by the
Board. The Board may in like manner require similar bonds, with
corporate surety, to be given by other officers, agents and empl oyees

in such manner and in such penal sums as it may specify from time to
time. Premiums payable to sureties upon such bonds shall be paid by the
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Authority and may be chargeable as an operating expense of the
Authority.

(F) The Board shall fix the salaries, wages or other compensation
of the officers, agents, and employees whom it may engage from time to
time; in each case within such limitations, if any, as may be
prescribed in the proceedings or joint proceedings set forth in the
establishment of the Authority, or as such proceedings may be amended;
but such salaries, wages or other compensation shall constitute
obligations of the Authority only, and shall be payable from the
Authority's revenues and any other available resources, and shall not
constitute obligations of any city or county participating in the
creation or subsequent enlargement, of the Authority.

(G) The Board may, by resolution duly adopted and spread at large
upon its public records, establish an executive committee, composed of
such members of the Board as may be specified in such resolution and
may authorize such executive committee to exercise in intervals between
Board meetings any powers of the Board except those powers which are
expressly required Dby this subchapter or by other controlling
provisions of law to be exercised by the Board.

(H) The Board may create such other committees of its members as it
may deem necessary or proper; but the same shall be advisory in nature
and shall report to the Board or to the executive committee, and shall
not be authorized to take any independent action except in such
advisory capacity.

S 34.80 ACQUISITION OF TRANSPORTATION SYSTEMS BY PURCHASE OR
CONDEMNATION; SUBSIDIES.

(A) A Transit Authority may establish mass transportation within
its transit area and adjoining areas, but may not inaugurate service in
direct competition with any existing certificated carrier.

(B) In addition to the power conferred upon the authority by KRS
Chapter 96A, the Authority may acquire real or personal property,
easements, franchises, but certificates, or other rights by any lawful
means necessary to its operation of any existing mass transit system
within its transit area and adjoining areas, provided that having
acquired an existing transit system it shall not thereafter inaugurate
service 1in direct competition with any other existing certificated
carrier.

(C) The Authority may, if unable to contract or agree with the
owners thereof, acquire real and personal property, franchises, bus
certificates, easements and other rights when necessary in and to the
accomplishments of the public purposes of the Authority, through
exercise of the power of eminent domain; provided, however, that in
acquiring any private Dbus company pursuant to this section, the
Authority may not do so piecemeal but shall acquire the entire system
including that which may be outside the area then included with the
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Authority. The Authority shall not condemn any real and personal
property, franchises, bus certificates, easements, and other rights of
a private bus company the majority of whose passengers move between
termini without the transit area. Any exercise of such power shall be
initiated by resolution of the board of the Authority identifying the
properties or rights to be acquired, reciting the board's determination
that acquisition by such means is necessary, and authorizing initiation
of proceedings as required by law; and such resolution of the board of
the Authority shall not be conclusive of such determination but shall
be subject to the approval of the fiscal court or courts of the county
or counties in which the property sought to be condemned is located.

(D) Proceedings 1in the exercise of the power of eminent domain
herein vested in the Authority shall, except where inconsistent with
KRS Ch. 96A, be such as are prescribed for the Bureau of Highways by
the Eminent Domain Act of Kentucky, and as the same may be amended and
supplemented from time to time. All such proceedings shall be governed
by the provisions of the Rules of Civil Procedure except where the
provisions of KRS Ch. 96A or of the Eminent Domain Act of Kentucky
specifically or by necessary implication provide otherwise. If a
privately owned mass transportation system, or other property sought to
be acqulred by the Authority, shall have been acquired or improved in
whole or in part at the expense of the Authority, the cost and value of
such acquisitions and improvements shall be excluded in any proceedings
to establish the fair value thereof.

(E) During any perlod when negotiations for the purchase of a mass
transit system are 1in progress, and/or during any period when
proceedings for acquisition of transportation system through exercise
of the power of eminent domain may be pending, the Authority may make
reasonable subsidy payments to the owner or owners of such mass transit
system if, in the judgment of the board of the Authority, such subsidy
payments are necessary in order to give reasonable assurance that there
will be no substantial reduction of transportation service to the
public, such subsidy payments may be made by the Authority from any
resources available to it, or from appropriations made or agreed to be
made to it by any public body having an interest in the preservation of
mass transit service to the public; and if bonds are ultimately issued
for the purchase or other acquisition of such mass transit system, the
aggregate amount of such subsidy payments may be included as a part of
the cost of acquisition and made payable from the proceeds of such
bonds. In no event, however, shall any action on the part of a board
of the Authority in this connection create an indebtedness of the
Authority beyond its available resources or such appropriations or the
proceeds of such bonds, if and when bonds are issued.

§ 34.81 APPROPRIATIONS AND GRANTS.

(A) The Transit Authority of Morehead-Rowan County shall not be
vested with any power to levy taxes of any nature or in any amount.

(B) The governing body of any public body participating in the
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creation and establishment of the Authority, or 1in the subsequent
enlargement thereof, may, in the proceedings or joint proceedings, or
by subsequent action, appropriate and pay over to the Authority from
its general funds or from other resources not required by law to be
appropriated for other purposes, any sum or sums of money, or any
property which such public body shall determine to be necessary or
advisable in furtherance of the public purposes of the authority as set
forth in KRS Ch. 96A. The Authority may receive monies or property
from any such source, and may use the same in furtherance of its proper
purposes; but the Authority shall not pledge anticipated appropriations
from any such source for any period beyond the period for which any
such appropriations shall be made, except to the extent of committing
that any such appropriation, when and if actually received by the
Authority, without commitment as to the possible amount thereof, will
be applied by the Authority in certain specified ways.

(C) The Authority may accept gifts, grants, or loans of money or
other property from the United States, the state or any person or
entity for such purposes, may enter into any agreement required in
connection therewith, may comply with any federal or state laws or
regulations applicable thereto, and may hold, use, and dispose of such
money or property in accordance with the terms of the gift, grant,
loan, or agreement relating thereto.

§ 34.82 FUNDS FOR PROMOTION OF MASS TRANSIT SERVICES.

(A) The department of transportation is authorized and empowered to
receive and accept from the Commonwealth or any of its agencies and
from federal agencies appropriations or grants to accomplish the
promotion and development of mass transit services in Kentucky, and to
receive and accept aid or contributions from any source of either
money, property, labor, or other things of wvalue to promote mass
transit services. Subject to the provisions of Section 230 of the
Constitution of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, any funds, property, or
things of value received by the department of transportation may be
given directly to a local transit authority as created under this
subchapter or to a city or a county, in order to accomplish the
purposes of this section.

(B) The department of transportation is authorized and directed to
apply for any available federal funds for operating subsidies, either
on a matching basis or otherwise and to make any said funds received
available to transit authorities created under this subchapter or to a
city or a county in order to accomplish the purposes of this section,
or 1in such cases where federal laws or regulations preclude the
department of transportation from direct application for such federal
funds the department is authorized and directed to provide assistance
to local transit authorities or a city or a county as necessary to
enable it to apply for and obtain such federal funds, in order to
accomplish the purposes of this section.

(C) The department of transportation is authorized to assist cities
and counties in the formation of local transit authorities in
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conformance with this subchapter, but nothing in this subchapter shall
be construed as preventing the department of transportation from
providing such assistance as authorized in this subchapter to cities or
counties where local transit authorities do not exist.

§ 34.83 MANAGEMENT CONTRACTS.

The Authority may operate any mass transit system which it
establishes or acquires; or instead of operating the same in its own
name, the Authority may enter into one or more management contracts for
operating the same or any part thereof, under such terms and conditions
as it may determine to be proper and desirable; provided, however, any
such management contract shall retain in the Authority the power to
establish, and to adjust from time to time, rates and charges to be
exacted from the public for use of the services and facilities referred
to therein, and the power to issue revenue bonds, mortgage bonds, or
other obligations of the Authority payable from the income and revenues
thereof.

§ 34.84 RESPONSIBILITY FOR PLANNING AND COORDINATION.

The Authority shall be responsible for overall planning of mass
transit in its transit area. The Authority must consult, cooperate and
coordinate with any other state, local or federal planning agency or
department, having responsibilities and/or authority in the same
transit area according to federal and state laws. The ultimate goal of
such planning shall be improvement of mass transit service. In
carrying out its purposes, the Authority shall consider its highway,
road and street systems on federal, state, and local levels.

§ 34.85 PERMISSIBLE TYPES OF FINANCING.

For the purposes of acquiring or otherwise establishing one or more
transit systems, or parts thereof, or for the purpose of adding to,
extending, operating or improving one or more mass transportation
systems owned or to be acquired or established, or for any combination
of such purposes, the Transit Authority of Morehead-Rowan County may,
in addition to other methods permitted by law, resort to financing
according to any of the following financing methods, or any combination
thereof, to the extent not inconsistent, with one another.

(A) Upon determination of its financing needs, the Authority by
resolution of its Board, may request the public body responsible for
its creation and establishment, or any one or more of such public
bodies if there be more than one:

(1) To appropriate and pay over to the Authority all or any
part of the amount determined to be necessary, or

(2) To provide the amount as determined to be necessary, or
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any part thereof, from the proceeds of general obligation bonds of such
public body or public bodies, in which event the governing body or
governing  bodies of such public body or public bodies may, in its or
their discretion, tak e such action as may be required by the
Constitution and appl i cable statutes of the Commonwealth to submit to
the voters thereof, at one or nore elections to be held for such
purpose, a proposal or proposals that the issuance of such general
obligation bonds be approved and authorized, and if so approved and
authorized, such general obligation bonds may be issued and the
proceeds ther eof may be appropriated to the Authority in the manner
requested.

(B) The Authority may issue revenue bonds in its own name, payable
solely from its income and revenues, and not constituting or purporting
to constitute an indebtedness of the Authority or of any other public
body within the meaning of debt-limiting provisions of the Constitution
and applicable statutes of the Commonwealth, in the manner and in
accordance with the procedu res set forth in KRS 58.010 through 58.170
and KRS 61.390, subject to any interest rate limitatio ns which may be
applicable thereto as provided by law.

(C) The Authority may issue its mortgage bonds, as authorized by
KRS 58.170 and may nake provision for obtaining revenues for the
payment of the principal of and interest t hereon, and for the payment
of costs of operation and mainten ance, and for the accumulation of
reserves  of renewals, replacements, extensions and improvements, and
for debt service revenues, by leasing any mass transportation system
owned by the Authority, or to be acquired or established by the
Authority (or, if there be more than one mnass transportation system, by
leasing the same individually or in any combination) to one or more
public  bodies, whether or not such public bodies, or any of them, shall
have participated in the creation and establishment of the Aut hority.
Any such lease shall be a written instrument, executed by the Authority
as lessor, and by one or more public bodies, as a lessee or lessees for
a period of one year (which may be from the date of the mortgage bonds,
or from the date of acquisition or ot her establishment of the mass
transit system or systems referred to therein), with  exclusive options
to the lessee or lessees to renew the same thereatfter, from vyear to
year, for one year at a time, upon such rentals and other terms and
provisions as will  provide to the Authority, in the event such lease is
renewed by the lessee or lessees from time to time in accordance with
such options, annual sums sufficient to provide for meeting the
purposes of this section.

(D) General obligation bonds issued for the benefit of the
Authority, or revenue bonds or mortgage bonds issued by the Authority
may, in the discretion of the parties involved in the i ssuance thereof,
be refinanced, whether at maturity or upon prior redemption in
accordance with the terms thereof, by the issuance of bonds according
to any of the financing plans herein authorized. (Ord. passed 10-8-91)

o 34.86 BONDS ARE LEGAL INVESTMENTS.
Bonds issued by the Authority, or by public bodies for the benefit
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of the Autho rity, under the  provisions of KRS Chapter 96A are
securities in which all public officers and public bodies of the state
and its political subdivisions, al | insurance companies, credit unions,
savings and loan associations, executors, administrators, trustees, and
other fiduciaries may properly and legally invest funds, including

capital in  their control or belonging to them. Such bonds are
securities which  may properly and legally be deposited with  and

received by any state or municipa | officer of any agency or poliical
subdivision of the state for any purpose for which the deposit of bonds
or obligations is now or may hereafter be authorized by law.

a 34.87 TAX-EXEMPT PROPERTY.

Revenue bonds and mortgage bonds of the Authority, together  with
interest thereon, shall be exempt from ad valorem and income taxation
by the Commonwealth and all of its political subdivisions . The
properties, monies, and other assets of the Authority, and all revenues
or other income of the Author ity, shall be exempt from all taxation,
licenses, fees, or charges of any kind imposed bythe state or by any
county,  municipality, political subdivision, taxing  district, or other

public agency or body of the state.

a 34.88 BOND ANTICIPATION NOTES.

When the Authority has made a determination, as a matter of record,
that it will authorize and issue in its own name revenue bonds under
authority of KRS 96A.120(2) or mortga ge bonds under authority of KRS
96A.120(3), the  Authority may obtain interim construction or
acquisition financing nmonies through the authorization and issuance of
its revenue bond anticipation notes, or its mortgage bond anticipation
notes, as the case may be, the same to be shown in the text thereof to
be payable as to principal and interest solely from the proceeds of the

authorized revenue bonds or mortgage bonds, as the case may be. Such
notes shall mature not |ater than one year from the date of issuance

(8) feet above the surface of the street or sidewalk. Said owners
shall remove all dead, diseased, or dangerous trees or broken or
decayed limbs which constitute a menace to the safety of the public
along the street from a street light or interferes with visibility of
any traffic control device.

"ORDINANCE." An official act of a city legislative body, which is
a regulation of a general and permanent nature and enforceable as a
local law or is an appropriation of money.

g 34.121 CREATION; MEMBERSHIP.

There is hereby created, pursuant to KRS 65.8801 to KRS 65.8839,
within ~ the city, a Code Enforcement Board which shall be composed of
seven (7) members, all of whom shall be residents of the city for a
period of at least one (1) year prior to the creation of the Board and
shall reside there throughout the term in office.

(D) Removal from office. A Code Board member may be removed from
office by the Mayor for misconduct, inefficiency, or willful neglect of
duty.

(E) Oath. All members of the Code Enforcement Board must, before
entering upon the duties of their office, take the oath of office
prescribed by Section 228 of the Kentucky Constitution.

(F) Compensation. No member of the Code Enforcement Board may hold
any elected or non-elected office, paid or unpaid, or any position of
employment with the city.

(C) To subpoena alleged violators, witnesses and evidence to its
hearings.

(B) Except as provided 1in subsection (C) below, 1f a Code
Enforcement Officer believes, based upon his personal observation or
investigation, that a person has wviolated a city ordinance, he shall
issue a Notice of Violation to the offender allowing the offender a
specified period of time to remedy the violation without fine. If the
offender fails or refuses to remedy the violation within the time
specified, the Code Enforcement Officer is authorized to issue a
citation.

(C) Nothing in this subchapter shall prohibit the city from taking
immediate action to remedy a violation of its ordinance when there is
reason to believe that the violation presents a serious threat to the
public health, safety, and welfare, or if in the absence of immediate
action, the effects of the violation will be irreparable or
irreversible.

(D) The citation issued by the Code Enforcement Officer shall
contain the following information:

(1) The date and time of issuance;

(2) The name and address of the person to whom the citation is
issued;

(3) The date and time the offense was committed;
(4) The facts constituting the offense;

(5) The section of the code or the number of the ordinance
violated;

(6) The name of the Code Enforcement Officer;

(7) The civil fine that will be imposed for the violation if
the person does not contest the citation;

(8) The maximum civil fine that may be imposed if the person
does not contest the citation;

(9) The procedure for the person to follow in order to pay the
civil fine or to contest the citation; and

(10) A statement that if the person fails to pay the civil
fine set forth in the citation or contest the citation, within the time
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allowed, the person shall be deemed to have waived the right to a
hearing before the Code Enforcement Board to contest the citation and
that the determination the violation was committed shall be final.

(E) After issuing a citation to the alleged violator, the Code
Enforcement Officer shall notify the Code Enforcement Board by
delivering the citation to the Chairman of the Code Enforcement Board.

(F) The person to whom the citation is issued shall respond within
seven (7) days of the date of issuance by either paying the civil fine
or requesting, in writing, a hearing before the Code Enforcement Board
to contest the citation. If the person fails to respond to the
citation within seven (7) days, the person shall be deemed to have
waived the right to a hearing and the determination that a violation
was committed shall be considered final.

(G) If the alleged violator does not contest the citation within
the time prescribed, the Code Enforcement Board shall enter a final
order determining that the violation was committed and impose the civil
fine set forth in the citation. A copy of the final order shall be
served on the person guilty of the violation.

§ 34.128 HEARING; NOTICE; FINAL ORDER.

(A) When a hearing has been requested, the Code Enforcement Board
shall schedule a hearing.

(B) Not less than seven (7) days before the date of the hearing,
the Code Enforcement Board shall notify the requester of the date,
time, and place of the hearing. The notice may be given by certified
mail, return receipt requested; by personal deliver; or by leaving the
notice at the person's usual place of residence with any individual
residing therein who is eighteen (18) years of age or older and who is
informed of the contents of the notice.

(C) Any person requesting a hearing before the Code Enforcement
Board who fails to appear at the time and place set for the hearing
shall be deemed to have waived the right to a hearing to contest the
citation and the determination that a violation was committed shall be
final. The Code Enforcement Board will enter a final order determining
the violation was committed and shall impose the civil fine set forth
in the citation. A copy of the final order shall be served upon the
person guilty of the violation.

(D) All testimony shall be taken under oath and recorded. Testimony
shall be taken from the Code Enforcement Officer, the alleged violator,
and any witnesses to the violation offered by the Code Enforcement
Officer or alleged violator. Formal rules of evidence shall not apply,
but fundamental due process shall be observed and shall govern the
proceedings.

(E) The Code Enforcement Board shall, based on the evidence,
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determine whether a violation was committed. If it determines that no
violation was committed, an order dismissing the citation shall be
entered. If the Board determines that a violation was committed, an
order finding a violation shall be entered either imposing a fine up
to the maximum authorized by this subchapter or other ordinance, or
requiring the offender to remedy a continuing violation, or both.

(F) Every final order of the Code Enforcement Board shall be
reduced to writing, which shall include the date the order was issued.
A copy shall be furnished to the person named in the citation. If the
person named in the citation is not present when the final order is
issued, the order shall be delivered in accordance with the procedures
set forth in subsection (B) above.

Enforcement Board shall be subject to a schedule of civil fines as
established by the City Council.

§ 34.132 LIEN; FINES, CHARGES, AND FEES.

(A) The city shall possess a lien on property owned by the person
found by a final, nonappealable order of the Code Enforcement Board, or
by a final judgment of the court, to have committed a violation of a
city ordinance for all fines assessed for the violation and for all
charges and fees incurred by the city 1n connection with the
enforcement of the ordinance.
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(B) The lien shall be recorded in the office of the County Clerk.
The lien shall be notice to all persons from the time of its recording
and shall bear interest until paid.

(C) The lien shall take precedence over all other subsequent liens,
except state, county, school board, and city taxes, and may be enforced
by judicial proceedings.

(D) In addition to the remedy prescribed in subsection (A), the
person found to have committed the violation shall be personally
responsible for the amount of all fines assessed for the violation and
for all charges and fees incurred by the city in connection with the
enforcement of the ordinance. The city may bring a civil action
against the person and shall have the same remedies as provided for the
recovery of a debt.

JOINT AIRPORT BOARD

§ 34.160 ESTABLISHED.

Pursuant to the provisions of KRS 183.132, there 1is hereby
established, in conjunction with Rowan County, an Airport Board to be

known as "Morehead-Rowan County Airport Board." The Board shall
possess all the rights, powers, duties and obligations prescribed by
law relating to such an Airport Board. It shall have full power and

authority to manage and control the airport, make sure rules and
regulations concerning the use of same and charges to be made therefor
as it deems necessary.

S§ 34.161 MEMBERSHIP; APPOINTMENTS.

(A) The Morehead-Rowan County Airport Board (hereinafter Board)
shall consist of ten (10) members. Five (5) members of the Board shall
be appointed by the Mayor of the city without approval of the
legislative body. (KRS 183.132 (5) (a)).

(B) Five (5) members of the Board shall be appointed by the County
Judge Executive without approval of the other members of fiscal
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court. (KRS 183.132 (5) (b)) .

§ 34.162 TERM.

Members of the Board shall serve for a term of four (4) years each, and
until their successors are appointed and qualified. The Mayor and the
County Judge Executive shall each make their initial appointments so
that one (1) member is appointed for two (2) years, two (2) members are
appointed for three (3) years, and two (2) members are appointed for
four (4) years.

§ 34.163 PURPOSE, DUTIES, POWERS.

(A) The purpose of the Board shall be to establish, maintain,
operate and expand necessary, desirable or appropriate airport and air
navigation facilities. It shall have the duty and such powers as may
be necessary, or desirable to promote and develop aviation, including
air transportation, airports and air navigation facilities.

(B) The Board shall establish and fix reasonable rates, charges and
fees for the use of the landing area, ramps and other common aviation
facilities. In fixing such rates, charges or fees the Board may take
into consideration, among other facts, the total capital investment by
the Board or other local or state governmental authority, the revenue
needed to properly maintain such facilities, the revenue needed to
properly expand the airport and its facilities, the portion of the
facilities wutilized Dby the licensee or contracting party and its
customers and the volume and type of business conducted. Any party
aggrieved by the rates, charges or fees may appeal from the action of
the Board to the circuit court of the county within which the board
operates, within ninety (90) days from the date that the board finally
publishes such rates, charges or fees and gives notice of same to the
contracting party or licensee. The circuit court may hear evidence and
determine whether or not the rates, charges or fees are, or are not,
reasonable in amount. Appeal from the judgment of the circuit court
may be prosecuted as any other civil appeal.

(C) The Board shall likewise have power, from time to time, to fix
rates, charges or fees by contract, or by publishing general rates,
charges or fees for commercial vendors, concessionaires or other
persons for the use or occupancy of terminal or other ground use
facilities, under such terms or conditions as it may deem to be in the
best interest of maintaining, operating or expanding necessary airport
or air navigation facilities, and the public use thereof.

(D) The Board may acquire by contract, lease purchase, gift,
condemnation or otherwise any real or personal property, or rights
therein, necessary for establishing operating or expanding airports and
air navigation facilities. The Board may erect, equip, operate and
maintain on such property buildings and equipment necessary, desirable
or appropriate for airport or air navigation facilities. The Board may
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dispose of any real or personal property, or rights therein, which, in
the opinion of the Board are no longer needed for operating or
expanding the airport or air navigation facilities.

(E) The Board may, by resolution reciting that the property 1is
needed for airport or air navigation purposes, direct the condemnation
of any property, including navigation or other easements. The
procedure for condemnation shall conform to the procedures set out in
the Eminent Domain Act of Kentucky.

(F) The Board may from time to time make, adopt and enforce such
rules, regulations and ordinances as it may find necessary, desirable
or appropriate for carrying into effect the purposes of this chapter,
including those relating to the operation and control of the airport,
airport facilities or air navigation facilities owned or operated by
such Board. All rules, regulations and ordinances adopted pursuant to
this section shall be published according to the provisions of KRS
424.130, and the Board shall keep a permanent record of such rules,
regulations and ordinances available for public inspection, on the
airport premises. Prosecution for a violation of any rule, regulation
or ordinance adopted pursuant to this section shall be in the district
court of any county within which the airport is located.

(G) The Board may engage in activities to promote, encourage or
develop the use of airports or air navigation facilities under its
control.

§ 34.165 HUNTING, DISCHARGE OF FIREARMS ON ATIRPORT PROPERTY
PROHIBITED.

(A) No person shall hunt or engage in the act of hunting any
wildlife of any kind upon any real estate owned or occupied by the
Board and/or the Morehead-Rowan County Airport.

(B) No person shall discharge any firearm of any sort upon any
property owned by or used by the Board and/or the Morehead-Rowan County
Airport; provided however, an official authorized to do so in the
course and scope of his employment is expected from this prohibition.

MOREHEAD/ROWAN COUNTY OFFICE OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT

§ 34.170 OFFICE OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT.

(A) There is hereby created the Morehead/Rowan County Office of
Emergency Management, in accordance with provisions of KRS 39B.010,
which shall serve 1in the interest of public safety within the
territorial boundaries of Rowan County.

(B) The Morehead/Rowan County Office of Emergency Management shall
develop, implement and maintain the 1local comprehensive emergency
management program for Morehead/Rowan County 1in accordance with
provisions of KRS Chapters 39A to 39F, the comprehensive emergency
management program requirements of the State Division of Emergency
Management, the provisions of the Kentucky Emergency Operations Plan,
administrative regulations promulgated by the State Division of
Emergency Management and the resolutions, orders or ordinances of the
City Council of Morehead and the Fiscal Court of Rowan County.

(C) The Morehead/Rowan County Office of Emergency Management shall
be an organizational unit of city and county governments attached to
the office of the County Judge/Executive and the Mayor and shall have
primary Jjurisdiction, responsibility and authority for all matters
pertaining to the comprehensive emergency management program and
disaster and emergency response of all Rowan County.

(D) The Morehead/Rowan County Office of Emergency Management shall
meet all requirements for a local emergency management agency as
specified in KRS Chapters 39A to 39F and shall serve as the executive
branch of the Morehead/Rowan County Disaster and Emergency Services
organization established pursuant to KRS Chapter 39B.050.

(E) The Mayor of Morehead and Rowan County Judge/Executive shall
designate, prepare and include a separate Office of Emergency
Management budget unit classification within each annual fiscal year of
Morehead and Rowan County Dbudget and all financial matters of
Morehead/Rowan County Office of Emergency Management shall be handled
through the county treasure and uniform budget system.

§ 34.171 APPOINTMENT OF DIRECTOR.

(A) The County Judge/Executive and Mayor, within 30 days of
assuming office, shall appoint a Morehead/Rowan County Emergency
Management Director in accordance with the provisions of KRS 39B.020
and shall immediately notify the State Division of Emergency Management
of the appointment.
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(B) The Morehead/Rowan County Emergency Management Director
appointed pursuant to this section shall be sworn by ocath to the office
of Emergency Management Director immediately upon appointment and shall
serve at the pleasure of the Mayor and County Judge/Executive, but
shall serve no longer than four consecutive years without reappointment
and as a minimum shall meet all the qualification requirements as
specified in KRS 39B.020.

§ 34.172 DUTIES OF DIRECTOR.

The Morehead/Rowan County Emergency Management Director shall have
and exercise all the powers, authorities, rights and duties as
specified or referenced in KRS 39B.030 and in the orders or ordinances
of the City Council and Fiscal Court of Rowan County to include the
following:

(A) To represent the Mayor or County Judge/Executive on all matters
pertaining to the comprehensive emergency management program and the
disaster and emergency response of Morehead/Rowan County;

(B) To be the executive head and chief administrative officer of
the Morehead/Rowan County Office of Emergency Management and direct,
control, supervise and manage the development, preparation,
organization, administration, operation, implementation and maintenance
of the comprehensive emergency management program of Morehead/Rowan
County and to coordinate all disaster and emergency response of
Morehead/Rowan County;

(C) To develop, update and maintain the Morehead/Rowan County
Emergency Operations Plan in compliance with the provisions of KRS
39B.030(3);

(D) To establish, maintain and coordinate or direct the response of
the Morehead/Rowan County Disaster and Emergency Services Organization
in accordance with the provisions of the Morehead/Rowan County
Emergency Operations Plan, the Kentucky Emergency Operations Plan and
the provisions of KRS 39B.050;

(E) To notify the Mayor or County Judge/Executive and the State
Division of Emergency Management immediately of the occurrence or
threatened or impending occurrence of any emergency, declared emergency
or catastrophic incident or situation in Morehead/Rowan County and
provide in such notice an assessment of possible or actual damages or
threats to 1life, health, safety, property or the environment and
recommend any emergency actions or orders which should be executed;

(F) To be the <chief advisor to and the primary on-scene
representative of the city and the County Judge/Executive in the event
of any emergency, declared emergency, disaster or catastrophe within
all Rowan County;

(G) (1) To respond and have full access to the scenes of an
emergency, declared emergency, disaster or catastrophe and immediately
investigate, analyze or assess the nature, scope or seriousness of all
situations;
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(2) To <coordinate the establishment and operation of an
incident command or management system;

(3) To execute the provisions of the Morehead/Rowan County
Emergency Operations Plan;

(4) To activate the Morehead/Rowan County Emergency Operations
Center or on-scene command post;

(5) To <convene meetings, gather information and conduct
briefings;

(6) To notify the Mayor or/and the County Judge/Executive and
the State Division of Emergency Management immediately of the nature,
scope or seriousness of any emergency situation and provide information
on all on-going response actions being taken in association with the
incident;

(7) To provide any assistance requested as deemed necessary or
appropriate; and

(8) To take any actions to fully expedite and coordinate the
disaster and emergency response of all local public or private
agencies, departments, units or individuals.

(H) To take or direct immediate actions to protect public safety at
the direction of the County Judge/Executive or Mayor during any
declared emergency or disaster;

(I) To act as an official representative of the State Division of
Emergency Management when specifically requested by the State Director;

(J) To report directly to the County Judge/Executive or Mayor and
act in an official policy-making capacity when carrying out all duties
of the Office of Emergency Management Director;

(K) To have full signatory authority in accordance with the city
and county administrative codes for execution of all contracts,
agreements or other official documents pertaining to the
administration, organization and operation of the Morehead/Rowan County
Office of Emergency Management and the local comprehensive emergency
management program;

(L) To direct all paid or volunteer employees, staff assistants or
other workers of +the Morehead/Rowan County Office of Emergency
Management and supervise any operating units and personnel associated
with it which are officially appointed and affiliated with the
Morehead/Rowan County Disaster and Emergency Services Organization
pursuant to the provisions of KRS 39B.070;

(M) To prepare and submit regular or scheduled program activity

reports to the area manager of the State Division of Emergency
Management and the County Judge/Executive;
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(N) To execute bond in the amount as determined by the Mayor and
County Judge/Executive when directed by the County Judge/Executive and
Mayor;

(O) To prepare and submit to the County Judge/Executive and Mayor
on an annual basis by the first day of March a program and agency
budget request for the Morehead/Rowan County Office of Emergency
Management;

(P) To prepare and submit to the State Division of Ener gency
Management on an annual basis by the 15th of July a fiscal year program
paper and budget request for the Morehead/Rowan  County Ofice of
Emergency Management;

(Q) To enrol and be a registered member of the Kentucky Emergency
Management Association;

(R) To perf orm the duties of or appoint with the approval of the
Fiscal Court of Rowan County the local search and rescue coordinator
pursuant to the provisions of KRS 39F.200;

(S) To perform all executive, admin i strative, organizational or
operational duties and tasks required pursuant to KRS Chapters 39A to
39F, Kentucky administrative regulations, the  Kentucky Emergency

Operatio ns Plan or program guidance issued by the State Division of
Emergency Management; and to carry out all other emergency management-

related  duties as required by the resolutions, orders or ordinances  of
the City Council and Fiscal Court of Rowan County, the executive orders
of the city and County Judge/Executive and the provisions of the

Morehead/Rowan County Emergency Operations Plan.

(A) Any person who shall knowingly file a false or fraudulent
return required by w©o 3435 through 34.46 shall be guilty of a
misdemeanor, and upon conviction, be fi ned not nore than $500 or
imprisoned for  not more than 30 days, or both such fine and

imprisonment.
